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Ab 1707 „Dissegnatore di camera“ (Kammerzeichner) seiner Majestät Kaiser 
Karls VI., jahrzehntelang Kostümbildner des Hoftheaters, früh Zeichenlehrer der 
jungen Erzherzogin Maria Theresia und ab 1731 sogar Galerie- und Kunstkammer-
inspektor des Hofes … Antonio Daniele Bertoli, geboren in San Daniele del Friuli und 
in Venedig künstlerisch ausgebildet, war ein Mann mit weitreichenden Ansichten. 
Ein Gemälde von Martin van Meytens zeigt ihn während eines Aufenthalts in Rom in 
Begleitung seines Windhundes Pattatocco, der damals vielleicht ebenso berühmt 
war wie sein Herrchen. Ziel dieser internationalen Konferenz ist es, die Persönlich-
keit Bertolis in ihren verschiedenen Facetten wiederzuentdecken. Dabei soll der 
Schwerpunkt auf seinem grafischen Werk liegen, das über Sammlungen in aller 
Welt verstreut ist und zu lange unbeachtet blieb. Ein Großteil seiner exquisiten 
Zeichnungen, etwa rund 280 Kostümfigurinen von beispielloser Eleganz, werden im 
Theatermuseum in Wien verwahrt und stehen im Mittelpunkt der Tagung.

Dal 1707 “Dissegnatore di Camera” di sua maestà l’imperatore Carlo VI, costumista 
del teatro imperiale per molti decenni, ben presto insegnante di disegno della giovane 
arciduchessa Maria Teresa e dal 1731 persino ispettore capo della pinacoteca e della 
Kunstkammer della corte viennese … Antonio Daniele Bertoli, nato a San Daniele del 
Friuli e formatosi artisticamente a Venezia, fu un personaggio di ampie vedute. Un 
quadro di Martin van Meytens lo ritrae durante un soggiorno romano in compagnia 
del suo levriero di nome Pattatocco, al tempo, forse, tanto celebre quanto il suo 
padrone. Questa conferenza internazionale si prefigge di riscoprire e studiare questo 
personaggio nelle sue diverse sfaccettature mettendo a fuoco la sua opera grafica 
sparsa per le collezioni di tutto il mondo, per troppo tempo ignorata, e, soprattutto, 
i suoi circa 280 figurini originali per costumi conservati presso il Theatermuseum 
di Vienna, squisiti disegni dal tratto sottile, caratterizzati da un’eleganza senza pari 
tutta settecentesca.

From 1707 he was “Dissegnatore di camera” (Draughtsman of the Chamber) to His 
Majesty Emperor Charles VI; for decades he was costume designer for the court 
theatre and he would soon become drawing teacher to the young Archduchess Maria 
Theresa; from 1731 he became inspector of the court’s art gallery and Kunstkam-
mer … Antonio Daniele Bertoli, born in San Daniele del Friuli and artistically trained 
in Venice, was a man with far-reaching views. A painting by Martin van Meytens shows 
him during a stay in Rome accompanied by his greyhound Pattatocco, who at the 
time was perhaps as famous as his master. The aim of this international conference 
is to rediscover Bertoli’s personality in all its diverse facets. The focus will be on his 
graphic work, which is scattered across collections worldwide and has remained 
neglected for far too long. A large portion of his exquisite drawings, including around 
280 costume figurines of unparalleled elegance, are housed in the Theatermuseum in 
Vienna and will be central to this conference.
